All participants must be present in start area not later then 15.30. Since that, all receivers (including spare ones) should be collected in designated place. It is forbidden to drive a car to the start area.
Competitors enter pre-start area 5 minutes before their start. 
Starting interval is 2 minutes.
In pre-start area spends competitor 3 minutes, the rest 2 minutes at the start line.

Competition in sprint:

After reaching the end of start corridor, each competitor searches for slow keying transmitters first. Then follows spectator control, which transmits continually and is denoted in map. After then the competitors shall run through compulsory corridor (approx. 100m — marked on both sides) and searches for fast keying transmitters. Finally, the beacon is to be registered.
During training, all four frequencies will be available (slow Tx, fast Tx, spectator control, beacon).
